Highlights
I would like to share with you the news about the Alwar district of Rajasthan (India) where Real Estate is growing by leaps and bounds because of investments by Government of India and various other Industrial Houses.

Please find below the highlights of the news which came in media in the last few months:
1. Alwar district of Rajasthan has been included in the National Capital Region (NCR).
2. Rajasthan's first cargo airport and bullet train would debut in Alwar. 
3. The National Capital Region Planning Board (NCRPB) has approved the construction of a high-speed corridor between Alwar and Delhi.

a. Four states Rajasthan, UP, Haryana and Delhi are the stake holders in the project which has been started with an initial funding of Rs.100 crore. Each state has contributed 12.5% while Railways has invested Rs.50 crore.
b. The project will reduce the travelling time between Alwar and Delhi (30 min) and develop Bhiwadi and Neemrana as major investment hubs in the country, said G S Sandhu, Principal Secretary, Urban Development and Housing.
c. Aerotropolis at Kot Kasim in Alwar, knowledge city and a road link of 70 km between Neemrana and Bhiwadi have been proposed.
4. The upcoming Dedicated Freight Corridor (DFC) will pass through Bhiwadi & Neemrana. It will cover an overall length of 1483 KMs between New Delhi and Mumbai, offering high-speed connectivity.
a. Delhi Mumbai Industrial Corridor (DMIC), the influence area of DFC, is a mega infrastructure project of USD 90 billion with the financial & technical aids from Japan (26% stake with the Japanese).
b. The Government of India has approved financial assistance of Rs.17,500 crore at an average of Rs.2,500 crore per city (subject to a ceiling of Rs.3,000 crore per city) for the development of seven DMIC industrial cities in the first phase. Khushkhera-Bhiwadi-Neemrana Investment Region (KBNIR) in Rajasthan is one of them. The seven cities would be launched with the development of townships of 25-50 sq km which are envisaged to be completed by the end of 2019.
5. There are around 2,700 big, medium and small scale industries operating in Bhiwadi. The expansion of the Honda factory situated in Bhiwadi has given the boost to developers to create more housing in this area. Toyota, too is planning to set up their plant in the same location and the announcement has led to another boom.
a. Ceramic and glass sector hold great promise as most of the raw materials used in the industry as available in the state. That is one of the factors why Saint Gobain decided to invest Rs.1000 crore to set up a facility to manufacture float glass in Bhiwadi.
b. In the textile sector, RIICO has allotted 250 acres of land to Rajasthan Apparel City at Tapukara where readymade garments would be produced. The project is estimated to generate 36,000 jobs.
c. RIICO has allotted 100 acres of land to ELCINA Electronic Industries Association of India for setting up electronic hardware manufacturing cluster at Khushkhera. This cluster when becomes fully operational would catalyze investment of around Rs.500 crore.
6. The Government is also coming up with SNB (Shahjahanpur-Neemrana-Behror) Urban Complex, a hi-tech city, where a significant proportion of Japanese population is expected to reside in the near future.
a. The catch on this belt is the Japanese Zone in 600 acres. The Japanese zone already has a few industrial units functional (21 units), such as, Nippon Steel Pipe India, Kokoku Intech India Pvt. Ltd., Takahata Precision India Pvt. Ltd., Mytex Polymers India Pvt. Ltd, and Takata India Pvt. Ltd.
b. Looking at the increased interest, RIICO is now developing another zone spread over 500 acres for Japanese investors at Ghiloth.
c. RIICO is looking to develop solar equipment manufacturing cluster at Ghiloth and another for ceramic and glass. The solar equipment manufacturing cluster would be on an area of 51 acres while the same for ceramic and glass would be developed over more than 750 acres.
d. Early this year, an agreement was signed by Korea Trade Investment Promotion Agency (KOTRA) and RIICO for creating a Korean Zone in an area of 250 acres at Ghiloth industrial area.
e. Other Industrial regions are RIICO Industrial Estate Phase I (650 acres) & Phase II (315 acres) and Export Promotional Industrial Park (EPIP) 210 acres. 
f. The existing Educational centres include NIIT and Raffles University spread over 100 acres and 75 acres respectively and Raath International School at NH-8.
